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ormulating the problem. An analysis of global

events in the second half of 2023 reveals that

the destabilization of situations in all regions

of the planet, including the Middle East,

Europe, the Balkans, the Caucasus, Africa, and
the Indo-Pacific, is causing longstanding conflicts to
escalate into global crises. Regional actors pursuing
revisionist policies to achieve their interests through the
use of military force and technologies of «controlled
chaos» ignore the post-World War II world order.

In the 2022, 137 armed conflicts at regional and
national levels were active globally, indicating a steady
increase in violence across all regions of the planet[1]. The
majority of these conflicts are initiated and supported by
the financial and material resources of countries with
revisionist plans to alter the existing world order,
considering the use of military force as a suitable tool for
this purpose. The escalation of aggressive policies by
authoritarian countries, notably China, Iran, Russia,
North Korea, transnational terrorist groups, and
organizations, etc., results in neglecting traditional
mechanisms and processes for conflict resolution,
fundamental principles of international humanitarian
law, as well as the refusal to recognize the right of
neighbouring countries to sovereignty and independence.

The new world order is being formed in the context of
unresolved contradictions between the leading geo-
political players (world centres of power), which they are
trying to resolve, including through the use of military
force. The world is balancing on the verge of the World
War III, or, as some believe, the war is even underway [2].

The outbreak and progression of the Russian-Ukrainian
war, Russia’s support for other authoritarian regimes, the
planning and execution of the HAMAS terrorist
organization’s attack on Israel with Iranian support,
military-technical cooperation between Russia and Iran,
China’s stance on Taiwan’s forced accession, North
Korea’s nuclear ambitions, etc., illustrate that authori-
tarian regimes have sought to establish a geopolitical axis
to counteract the so-called «collective West» and limit its
influence. This presents a genuine and growing challenge
aimed at undermining the liberal democratic world order
and the US-centric model of global security.

Consequently, the analysis of the formation of an
alliance among authoritarian countries aimed at
countering the «collective West» is a highly topical issue
of our time, particularly concerning the identification of
possible scenarios for the outbreak of World War III.

Analysis of recent studies and publications

An analysis of studies in this field reveals
a significant focus on the matter of identifying potential
scenarios for the outbreak of World War III in the short
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and medium term. The global media, involving leaders of
prominent nations, military and political alliances,
organizations, analytical agencies, security experts, and
military analysts, are deliberating on potential and
ongoing events that could serve as catalysts for a global
war. It is worth noting that various experts offer opinions
defining potential scenarios for the outbreak of war,
including their number and the potential composition of
participants [3—8]. Opinions on this matter may vary, but
a general approach has been agreed upon in high-level
international meetings. However, forecasts regarding
the timing of the implementation of these scenarios are
cautious and restrained.

Therefore, the article’s purpose and focus are to
analyse potential scenarios for the outbreak of World
War III, involving authoritarian countries as members of
the anti-Western geopolitical axis.

Coverage of the main material
and ideas of the article

The world is, de facto, in the early stages of a global
war. Currently, there is a discussion about the formation
of two antagonistic blocs and the dismantling of the
unipolar world order. The United States, having become
the hegemon after the collapse of the former Soviet
Union, witnesses the intensification of authoritarian,
anti-Western regimes attempting to alter the world order
and challenge universally recognized borders through
force. It is noteworthy that, akin to the twentieth
century, the United States, China, and Russia pursue
their geopolitical ambitions and address contradictions in
the international arena not only directly but also through
the mediation of their allies.

Authoritarian countries are forming alliances to
counter the «collective West». The consideration of
unresolved contradictions and their geopolitical interests
in the relations between the United States, China, Russia,
Iran, and other actors will contribute to defining possible
scenarios for the outbreak of World War III [9-11].

An analysis of the military and political situation at
the global level allows us to identify at least four possible
scenarios for the outbreak of World War III namely:

e an attack by the Russian Federation on one of the
NATO member states in Europe (Poland, the Baltic
States, Finland, etc.);

e aggravation of the armed conflict in the Middle
East to the level of a regional war with the participation
of Israel, Palestine, Iran and the Arab world;

e provocation by North Korea, as a proxy of China,
leading to a war with South Korea;

¢ China’s military operation to annex Taiwan by
force.

The analysis results indicate that there might be
additional scenarios, contingent on the objective
conditions of the current security situation, as well as
specific actions by the world’s centres of power to achieve
and/or protect their geopolitical interests.

The first scenario is plausible in the short term, but
experts deem it unlikely for several reasons. Firstly, the
ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war prevents Russia from
swiftly amassing the required resources to engage in a
new conflict with a more advanced and technological
adversary.

And secondly, there is currently no legitimate good
reason to start it, although, for example, Finland, as a
NATO member, could use the threat to block the Russian
fleet’s entry to the Baltic Sea [12].

Russia’s response was President Putin’s statement
regarding the necessity to establish a Leningrad military
district to counter new threats to NATO, expressing
potential «problems» for Finland. We should not dismiss
the potential threat of Russia utilizing air strikes on air
bases situated in NATO countries if the F-16 multi-role
fighters provided to Ukraine as part of military and
technical assistance are deployed. The consequences of
Russia’s possible provocative actions against NATO
countries and their possible response should also be
considered. For example, on the night of 14 December
2028, during an attack on Ukraine by Russian Shahed-
type kamikaze drones, one of them crashed in Romania,
which led to an air alert in two northern regions of
Romania near the Ukrainian border. After the incident,
the Romanian Ministry of Defence stated that it
«strongly condemns the attacks of the Russian
Federation on some objects and elements of civilian
infrastructure in Ukrainian ports on the Danube», but
there was no more adequate response to this and previous
events with drone crashes in Romania. Another notable
incident involves the violation of Polish airspace by a
Russian cruise missile launched from our territory
during a large-scale Russian missile attack on December
29, 2023. It stayed in Polish airspace for about 3 minutes
at a distance of about 40 km inland. Apart from the
President of Poland’s urgent meeting with repre-
sentatives of the security forces and the summoning by
the Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of Poland of the
Russian Charg? d’Affaires to deliver a note «demanding
explanations for the incident involving the violation of
the airspace of the Republic of Poland and the immediate
cessation of such activities», there was no other reaction
from the Polish military and political leadership.
Additionally, the presence of tactical nuclear weapons in
Belarus, situated on its border with NATO member
states, should be taken into consideration.
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Through these actions, Russia is testing the de-
termination and political will of NATO member states to
safeguard their borders (airspace) and to potentially offer
a unified response to provocations. Instances of border
violations by the aggressor during Ukraine’s extensive
air attacks without an adequate response from the
Alliance are becoming systematic. This all indicates that
NATO’s military and political leadership is acutely aware
of the tangible threat from Russia and its own incapacity
to respond decisively to provocations. Consequently,
Russia is growing more confident in its actions with
a sense of impunity [13].

The first scenario is plausible due to the unsuccessful
course of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine and the
disregard for Russia’s geopolitical ambitions, indicating
that Russia has lost its agency. The Russian president
believes that the foundation for shaping the future lies in
the partial occupation of Ukraine and the establishment
of a buffer zone of tension («controlled chaos») on the
eastern flank of NATO. According to his perspective, this
strategy will position Russia as the third pole in the world
and disrupt the emerging bipolar model of the
US - China world order. In these circumstances, Russia is
employing the logic of the Nazi dichotomy from the World
War II — either Russia triumphs over the «collective
West,» or it faces cessation, loss of sovereignty, and the
permanent forfeiture of its former status as one of the
centres of power in the global world.

Russia’s open-armed aggression against Ukraine is
combined with the increase of hybrid influence in various
spheres. Since the commencement of the full-scale
invasion, Russia has found itself in political isolation,
having Belarus as its sole ally. Presently, Russia is
mobilizing pro-Russian Western politicians. Its
destructive activities in Africa, amidst the food crisis
provoked by Russia and aimed at garnering allies in these
countries, coupled with the covert implementation of
manipulative measures to escalate «frozen» and
simmering conflicts worldwide, are noteworthy. The
hybrid component of Russia’s aggression, according to
President Putin, should reduce support for Ukraine,
divert attention from the Russian-Ukrainian war and
positively influence the restoration of its pre-war status
due to the failure of the «special military operation».

In the bipolar model of the US — China world order,
Russia would become a vassal of one of the two hegemons,
lacking the right to claim the role of a distinct global
centres of power. For this reason, Russia is currently
employing all available means to avert the loss of its
former status. To this end, there are what are known as
quiet «signals» in the Western press about Russia’s
readiness for pseudo-peacekeeping activities, cessation of
hostilities in Ukraine with the retention of occupied

territories during negotiations, «peacekeeping» proposals,
and initiatives within the establishment in Europe and the
United States [14]. The above-mentioned measures are
a screen for the real plans of the Russian president — to
get a pause to accumulate the necessary resources, the
right amount of military equipment, to conduct covert or
open mobilisation, to use the moment of aggravation of
the internal political struggle in the United States during
the election campaign, the factors of the Israeli-
Palestinian war and «fatigue» from the Russian-
Ukrainian war to strike at one of the NATO countries.
A possible option could involve an attempt to create
a «Suwalki corridor» to connect the Kaliningrad region
by land, a long-standing aspiration of Russia. It is
important to bear in mind that if Trump comes to power
in the United States, Russia may have carte blanche to
pursue its imperial ambitions in Europe.

The other three possible scenarios are more probable,
yet the realization of each depends on numerous factors.
There is also a perspective suggesting that the world
might be in a state similar to the new Cold War of the
twentieth century, balancing on the edge of conflict
between liberal democratic and authoritarian blocs.
However, there might not be a direct military clash
between global geopolitical players such as the US and
China, or NATO and Russia. This viewpoint gains support
from the fact that after the meeting of the leaders of the
United States and China in November 2023 at the Asia-
Pacific Economic Summit, an agreement was reached to
restore direct communication channels between the heads
of the countries’ military departments.

If, based on the second scenario, the armed conflict in
the Middle East escalates to the level of a regional war,
Israel, which has long opposed and sought to dismantle
Iran’s nuclear program, will be the catalyst for the
outbreak of World War III, especially after the HAMAS
attack provided a genuine justification for such action.
An analysis of the events leading up to the attack on Israel
reveals that Iran, with the support of Russia and China,
actively participated in organizing and financing it [3].
A compelling factor supporting the assumption of further
escalation in the Middle East is the presence of the US
Navy, providing strategic deterrence in the region and
ensuring Israel’s short-term security. However, in this
scenario, the United States faces the risk of being drawn
into a war at a time when its opportunities for achieving
victory are limited. This is due to the ongoing Russian-
Ukrainian war and the provision of financial and military-
technical assistance to Ukraine, coupled with the
obligation to fulfil its commitments as an ally of Israel.

In the third scenario, the authoritarian regime of
North Korea, acting as a proxy for China, could provoke
and/or launch an invasion of South Korea at any time.
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A provoked armed conflict between North and South
Korea would provide China with a favourable opportunity
to intervene as a peacekeeper. The outcome of this conflict
would entail the weakening of South Korea and
a destructive impact on Japan, both critical factors for
the successful military invasion of Taiwan by China. The
necessity to contemplate the third scenario is under-
scored by Kim Jong-un’s speech at the Labour Party
Congress. In his address, he explicitly stated his
intention to intensify efforts in preparing the country for
war. He outlined tasks for the People’s Army and the
military industry, emphasizing the need to increase the
production of ammunition and nuclear weapons, and to
strengthen all elements of the civil defence system [15].

Amid the potential escalation of the armed conflict by
North Korea, South Korea has initiated discussions on
the necessity to develop its nuclear weapons, even in the
face of possible stringent international sanctions. To
counter the potential threat and address relevant
international obligations, the United States deployed
a nuclear-capable submarine to the Korean Peninsula.
Furthermore, South Korea and Japan, in collaboration
with the United States, conducted joint military
exercises for the first time in history. This signifies the
formation of a new security alliance between the United
States, Japan, and South Korea in the Indo-Pacific
region. In pursuit of this, on August 18, 2023, the
Presidents of the United States and South Korea, along
with the Prime Minister of Japan, convened at the Camp
David residence in the USA. During the meeting, they
reached specific agreements to enhance intelligence
sharing and conduct joint annual military exercises.

The probability of these scenarios is supported by the
fact that, anticipating an escalation in the Indo-Pacific
region, the United States withdrew an aircraft carrier
group led by the Gerald R. Ford from the Eastern Medi-
terranean off the coast of Israel in early January 2024,
relocating it to its base in Norfolk to prepare for future
missions. This occurred during the active phase of Israel’s
armed confrontation with HAMAS, Houthi attacks from
Yemen, North Korea’s provocation by shelling the South
Korean island of Greater Yeonpyeong in the Yellow Sea,
and the unpredictability of further developments.

The implementation of the potential fourth scenario
poses a significant threat to strategic stability, not only
for the Global South but for the entire world. China’s
objective extends beyond gaining control over Taiwan; it
also seeks to diminish US influence in the region by
neutralizing its dominance in the seas surrounding
China. Despite recent mutual attempts between the US
and China to improve the current state of relations, this
process will demand considerable effort and political will
from the leaders of both countries.

In his New Year’s address, the Chinese leader
proclaimed the inevitability of the «reunification» of
mainland China with Taiwan [16]. For China, the
«reunification» of Taiwan is a matter of principle. Other-
wise, there is a question about how China can assert itself
as a global power without full control over its territory and
while accepting the significant influence of the «collective
West» on Taiwan. In addition, the primary advantage China
would gain with the successful reunification with Taiwan is
the management and control of the world’s leading
superconductor producer. Its products play a crucial role in
the manufacturing of modern weapons, military and
special equipment, dual-use goods, etc. In a situational
context, China’s position aligns with Russia’s, particularly
when considering the first scenario. Given the regional
armed conflict in the Middle East, the ongoing election
campaigns of Republicans and Democrats in the United
States, and the fatigue of the «collective West» from the
Russian-Ukrainian war, favourable conditions exist for
the realization of their geopolitical intentions. However, it
should be understood that China will not allow the US
allies in the Indo-Pacific region — Japan, South Korea, and
the Philippines — to remain undisturbed. In addition, there
is a certain correlation with the third scenario, which
concerns North Korea as a proxy for China. This is evident
in the narratives found in the Chinese leader’s New Year’s
greetings, discussing a new stage of «unbreakable»
friendships with North Korea [17].

The sequential or parallel implementation of the third
and fourth scenarios — China’s absorption of Taiwan and
North Korea’s seizure of South Korea — will significantly
bolster the economies of the aggressor countries. This
will be achieved through the acquisition and utilization
of modern technologies, including the production of
weapons and military equipment. Such developments will
contribute to the overall strengthening of the geopolitical
anti-Western coalition.

Upon analysing the aforementioned potential
scenarios for the outbreak of the Third World War, the
technologies used and those anticipated in the future by
the participants of the geopolitical «axis of evil» become
apparent [9]. The events in the second half of 2023
illustrate the attempts of totalitarian regimes, parti-
cularly Russia and Iran, to reshape the existing world
order established after World War II. To achieve this,
they employ «controlled chaos,» attempting to
undermine the determination of liberal democratic
countries and create preconditions for «new» rules of
global coexistence. This framework aims to portray their
aggression against other countries as something other
than crimes against humanity. That is, unresolved
conflicts involving external actors and destructive
processes within the victim countries are gradually
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replacing the existing reality with a new one. The
populations and political elites of the targeted countries
are consistently kept in a state of tension, their
manoeuvrability forcefully restricted by political and
economic means. This sets the foundation for decisions
favourable to the orchestrators of «controlled chaos.»
The ideology of «controlled chaos,» as implemented by
Russia, Iran, and other members of the «axis of evil»
club, aims to create a perceived necessity for a «strong
hand» to employ force and establish a semblance of
«order.» This constitutes the key narrative of autho-
ritarian regimes — the establishment of order through
the use of force. The war crimes committed by Russians
in Ukraine, the actions of Russia (including the carpet
bombing of civilian infrastructure), and Iran in Syria and
the Middle East (especially Russia’s and Iran’s support
for HAMAS) provide insight into the envisioned «new»
world order by participants of the «axis of evil.»
However, considering the perceived weakness of
individual authoritarian regimes, they are collaborating
and providing mutual support.

The myth of the «second army of the world» has been
dispelled by the Russian-Ukrainian war, revealing
limitations within the Russian military-industrial
complex due to international sanctions. It is unable to
fully meet the armed forces’ needs for a diverse range of
modern weapons and military equipment. In response,
Russia is actively collaborating with North Korea to
supply various ammunitions for rocket and artillery
weapons inherited from the former USSR. Additionally,
it engages in exchanges with North Korea for tactical
missiles like the KN-23 (KN-24), analogous to the
Russian Iskander complex, in return for space
technologies [18, 19]. Collaborations with Iran involve
the provision of kamikaze drones like the Shahed type,
including those with a jet engine, and «Fateh-110» and
«Zolfaghar» tactical missiles in exchange for Russian-
made military aircraft. Furthermore, partnerships with
China include the supply of dual-use equipment for for-
tification construction in occupied territories and critical
high-tech components to circumvent international
sanctions. These components are essential for producing
the final models of weapons and military equipment, and
in exchange, Russia provides energy and minerals.

It is crucial to consider China, a significant global
power and a formidable rival to the United States, as
a key player in shaping the future world order [20]. Since
the onset of the Russian-Ukrainian war, China has made
assertive statements and demonstrated its willingness to
conduct a military operation to capture Taiwan. While its
position on the violation of international law and the use
of military force in the Russian-Ukrainian war and the
Middle East remains unclear, it is increasingly assertive
regarding Taiwan and the Philippines.

The world has come to realize that Russia, Iran, North
Korea, and China are acting collectively, employing
covert and overt means to implement their plans for
regional and global domination. Hence, there is an urgent
need for an adequate response to their actions, which seek
to dismantle the influence of the «collective West» by
globalizing the chaos created by Russia and Iran, with the
tacit consent of China as their strategic partner.

China and Russia are fortifying their influence and
international positions by forming an anti-Western
coalition in the geopolitical confrontation with the
United States. The BRICS summit serves as a platform
for showcasing this position, resulting in the decision
(initiated by the Chinese side) to invite Argentina,
Ethiopia, Egypt, Iran, the United Arab Emirates, and
Saudi Arabia to join the organization as of January 01,
2024. However, Argentina later declined the invitation
to join the BRICS.

China’s stance on the onset of World War III can be
understood starting from the seizure of Taiwan to the
potential division of the world between the United States
and China through a mutually beneficial agreement. As
China gears up for potential conflicts, it is currently
assessing the external challenges it might encounter if
the conflict with the US intensifies due to an attack on
Taiwan. In this context, Russia and Iran, serving as
China’s strategic partners, are forming a united front,
involving the «collective West» in a series of wars to
deplete its resources. This suggests that both the invasion
of Ukraine and the war in the Middle East are creating
favourable conditions and prerequisites for the forceful
integration of Taiwan into China in the near future.

At the November 2023 30" summit of the Asia-Pacific
Economic Cooperation no consensus was reached on the
most pressing issues of US-China relations, so in our
opinion, the Russian-Ukrainian war will serve the
interests of the US and stimulate the EU to a closer
alliance with the US, which is not in the interests of
China. China aims to ensure global trade freedom,
gradually expanding its economic influence over more
countries through its industrial prowess. Additionally,
strengthening ties with the EU aligns with China’s
strategic interest to gradually distance the EU from its
primary competitor, the United States.

Taking cues from Russia, China is now intensively
analysing the issues of import substitution, resource in-
dependence, energy, technological and food security,
possible ways to circumvent sanctions or even create
a closed financial and economic system so that the
Chinese economy can function autonomously after the
imposition of sanctions for the attack on Taiwan. This
includes a concerted effort to accumulate gold reserves,
broaden the utility of the yuan, and reduce reliance
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on the US dollar, given its potential restrictions under
international sanctions.

China is considering two prospective strategies in
response to sanctions [20] — firstly, establishing a quasi-
independent economy in collaboration with allied nations
within the global economic framework to minimize
potential losses from international sanctions. The second
approach involves extensive integration of its economy
with the EU and US economies. This aims to create
conditions where these entities find it more advantageous
to forego sanctions, considering the potentially
catastrophic economic consequences for China, the US,
and the EU. Opting for the integration scenario doesn’t
necessarily indicate China abandoning plans related to
Taiwan; it could resemble a temporary improvement in
relations, similar to the situation HAMAS created for
Israel before launching an attack.

It’s worth noting that the United States is actively
working to restrict the supply of cutting-edge techno-
logies to China, a move intended to hinder its short and
medium-term economic growth. For instance, in response
to the ban on exporting high-tech equipment for
microchip production, the Dutch company ASML
cancelled the delivery of state-of-the-art deep ultraviolet
lithography machines to China at the request of the
United States.

Considering that Russia is no longer perceived as
a global centre of power, the development of relations
between the U.S. and China as global actors will play
a crucial role in shaping the new world order and
addressing major contradictions arising from their
national interests and various regional and global
challenges. It’s important to recognize that the U.S. and
China occupy different political poles, each formulating
its own strategy. Consequently, the U.S.’s hopes for China
to exert influence on Russia and North Korea, aiding
efforts to support Ukraine and advocate for peace, as well
as on Iran concerning actions in the Middle East that could
incite a regional war, appear rather pessimistic [21].

When considering potential scenarios for the
outbreak of World War III, a crucial factor to take into
account is the concerted efforts of China and Russia to
leverage global instability in forming a military and
political alliance against the United States and its allies
[22]. The mutual economic and diplomatic support
exhibited by Russia and China on the eve and during the
full-scale invasion of Ukraine is indicative of their aim
to intensify rivalry with the United States, posing a
significant threat since the end of the Cold War.
Notably, during the Israeli terrorist attack and the
operation in the Gaza Strip against HAMAS, Russia and
China aligned with the position of Iran, the organizer
and sponsor of the attack.

Amidst the Russian-Ukrainian war, China is closely
monitoring the reaction and actions of the international
community to anticipate its response to the potential
forcible annexation of Taiwan.

An eloquent factor in the attempts to form a military
and political alliance between Russia and China is their
joint naval exercises in the Sea of Japan, the regular sale
of military aircraft, modern air defence systems to China,
and the potential transfer of submarine production
technologies. The latter would offer some parity in
potential military conflicts with the United States and its
allies in the Indo-Pacific region. In these circumstances,
the ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war, where Russia is
gradually losing its military and economic potential,
contributes to the achievement of the US geopolitical
goals. Hence, continued US support for Ukraine, even
with the transfer of outdated military equipment and
weapons, serves a dual purpose. On one hand, it bolsters
Ukraine’s capacity to inflict significant losses on Russia,
while on the other hand, the funds allocated for these
measures stay within the US and contribute to upgrading
the military capabilities of its own forces. This becomes
crucial if the United States is confronted with the looming
threat of an escalation in armed conflicts with Russia and
China in the near future [23, 24].

Conclusions

Examining the aforementioned potential scenarios for
the outbreak of World War III, the existing inter-
connections among members of the anti-Western «axis of
evil,» and their impact on the global security system, the
following conclusions can be drawn:

1. The root causes of the World War III depend on its
ultimate beneficiaries, and the considered possible
scenarios for its beginning are strategies for achieving
their geopolitical goals.

2. All the considered scenarios are, in a certain sense,
interconnected and have appropriate cause-and-effect
relationships determining the conditions for their
implementation.

3. The authoritarian regimes of Russia, Iran, North
Korea, and China have sought to establish a geopolitical
axis to confront the so-called «collective West» and curb
its influence. This poses a genuine and escalating threat
aimed at dismantling the liberal democratic world order
and the American-centric model of global security.

4. Preventing the outbreak of World War III by the
Alliance, with the US leading the way in confronting the
geopolitical axis of «China — Russia — Iran — North
Korea», can be more effective by altering approaches to
ensuring collective security. Specifically, this involves
transitioning from the concept of «deterrence by
retaliation» (2010) to the concept of «deterrence by
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prevention» (2022). This concept, adopted at the NATO
Summit in Madrid in 2022, identifies seven threats,
including Russia (together with Belarus) in particular and
authoritarian regimes in general, China and instability in
the Middle East.

The implementation of the concept of «deterrence by
prevention» involves: increasing the capabilities of
NATO forces through a significant technological
advantage of weapons and military equipment; increased
defence spending; increasing the number of troops of the
Alliance member states; integration of military plans of
the United States and its allies; creation of detailed
mobility and logistics plans with stricter requirements
for the combat readiness of individual forces and means
of the Allies to perform relevant tasks; transformation of
areas for the development of specific types of weapons
and military equipment.

5. The operation of the US-centric model of global
security faces challenges in the current environment.
NATO, as a crucial instrument of this model, needs to re-
consider its approaches to implementing military security
guarantees for a more effective role in preventing the
outbreak of World War III.

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ntroduction. If we understand that the truth needs

effective tools for protection, then they must be

found and implemented. A good opportunity is to

take into account the current experience of using

strategic lies (or as it is called — «information
operations», «information wars», «measures of
information and psychological impact», etc.) in the
context of Russian military operation against Ukraine. If
remember the basic approach that InfOps precede the use
of combat units, accompany military operations and
continue after the end of an active armed confrontation,
a number of lessons could be made.

First of all, it should be noted that there is a certain
gap in how definitions are formulated in governing
documents and what is the practice of InfOps. Where are
the «functional gaps» and which tools are missing or
could not operate correctly. In order to demonstrate the
lacks between practice and theoretical base, let’s analyse
some of them with brief comments starting with the most
used definitions.

US Definition: «Information operations is the
integrated employment, during military operations, of
information-related capabilities in concert with other
lines of operation to influence, disrupt, corrupt, or usurp
the decision-making of adversaries and potential
adversaries while protecting our own» [1, p. 1-1].

Throughout the period of Ukraine’s independence
until the beginning the full-scale invasion in February
2022, Russia had many tools to successfully implement
its informational and psychological impact on different
target audiences in Ukraine. Unworried attitude and
ignoring information threats as indicators of preparation
for armed aggression by Russia, today is quite expensive
for Ukraine and its allies.

Let’s compare the different definitions of the concept
of «information operations», including appropriate
definitions for any specialized terminology or terms
which often have varied interpretation and describe the
conceptual apparatus and Russian InfOps’s structure.

NATO Definition: «Information operations. A staff
function to analyze, plan, assess and integrate
information activities to create desired effects on the
will, understanding and capability of adversaries,
potential adversaries and audiences in support of mission
objectives» [2, p. 14, 15].

Ukrainian Definition: «Information operation is a set
of coordinated and interrelated activities for the purpose,
tasks, objects, place and sometimes simultaneous and
consistent measures of information influence, carried out
according to a single plan and plan by the forces and
means of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, involving the
capabilities of the information infrastructure of the
state, in cooperation with other military formations and
law enforcement agencies in order to create favourable
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conditions for the use of troops (forces), violation of the
functioning of the enemy’s information infrastructure,
his decision-making processes and the management of
troops (forces) while simultaneously protecting his own
information space» [3, p. 13, 14].

So, in Russian documents we did not find a reference
in the public domain to the concept of «Information
operations» in relation to their use by the Russian army.
The closest definition that characterizes the activities of
the InfOps is defined as «information wars»:
«Information war — a struggle between two or more states
in the information space with the aim of causing damage
to information systems, processes and resources, critical
and other structures, undermining political, economic
and social systems, massive psychological treatment of
the population to destabilize society and the state, as well
as to force the state to make decisions in the interests of
the opposing party [4].

Research results. Describing key characteristics of
Russian information warfare with verbally presented
examples Riga STRATCOM COE in 2015 noted the
following: escalation, dominance, speed, momentum and
deception [5, p. 26].

Information and psychological impact carried out in
the methods of propaganda, information and psychological
operations and actions, mass gatherings (rallies, pickets),
humanitarian actions, etc. The basis of the technology of
information and psychological impact was misinformation,
manipulation, intimidation, incitement to hatred [6,
p. 159].

Information and psychological impact was carried out
through different possible channels of information
dissemination such as television, the Internet, broad-
casting, periodicals, leaflets, rumours, etc.

The Russian authorities subordinated in their own
country and created outside of it an extensive network of
information resources for the exercise of information
influence. And if for the member countries of NATO, as
well as in Ukraine, one of the basic principles is the
impossibility of conducting InfOps against their own
population or partners/friends, then this principle has no
limitation in Russia.

Therefore, according to the experience of the
information component of Russian aggression the key
conclusions regarding the generalization of these
principles can be formulated as follows:

— If we identify signs of InfOps from another country,
then we should consider these actions exclusively as
unfriendly. And also, as preparation for other stages of
the military operation for which this country is
preparing.

— It is necessary to read this behaviour in such a way:
this country considers us as an enemy or potential enemy
and unfriendly threatening actions in the information

space are, in fact, the first information stage of its military
operation. Because with friends and partners the main
thing in cooperation is trust. And trust is about truth.

— InfOps are not held against their own population.
But the largest target audience against which Russia
conducts information operations is Russia.

So, if something looks like a strategic lie, sounds like
a lie, and is aggressively imposed as a systemic lie — this
is called unconventional aggressive cognitive warfare
with the aim of causing changes in the attitudes and
actions of target audiences. If do not react to these
actions in a timely manner as a threat, then it will
inevitably have to repel the conventional attack.

About the effects. As in any activity, the successful
results of InfOps are evaluated by the effects that have
been achieved. Information effects should be measurable
to provide analysis, planning, implementation and
evaluation of related activities and the effects themselves
[7, p. IV-9]. But not always the effects are predictable.

Russian planning and conducting InfOps is carried
out on the basis of an assessment of the socio-political
attitudes of the target audiences, historical memory,
customs, value orientations of the population, mentality,
socio-political and socio-economic situation, which is
detailed in the study «Experience in the formation of a
system of countering negative informational influence in
the Donetsk region in the conditions of ATO / JFO» [6,
p. 145-147]. The Russians made many mistakes in their
calculations and became hostages of their own narrative
about «one nation». They could not calculate all possible
reactions of Ukrainian society. In particular, they did not
foresee that the Russian-speaking population could
actively support Ukraine and oppose Russian aggression.

Bottom right photo (see Fig.1) is not from Kyiv. This
is March 5, 2014 in Donetsk. When the Donetsk people
came out for Ukraine in Donetsk already partially
occupied by Russian proxy forces. And agree, it reminds
Kherson spring 2022. Although it worked too late in
Donetsk, but this must be studied and taken into account.
And to scale as an experience to prevent other possible
situations.

The conclusion that should be drawn from this case: in
2014, both the Ukrainian authorities and NATO partner
countries fell into the trap of a complex and successful
Russian IPsO. Russia organized a complex of hybrid
events that created the illusion of a large-scale separatist
movement to the east and south of Ukraine. The media
picture created by the enemy led to the adoption by the
Ukrainian authorities of untimely decisions to respond to
the crisis situation and counteract it.

Sociological surveys conducted in April 2014 in
Mariupol, at the height of the operation «Russian
Spring,» at the peak of information aggression and the
actions of Russian proxy forces showed that there is a total
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Ukraine!"

difference between the situation assessment in the media
and by politicians and the real mood of the population of
the region. 75% of the population clearly expressed that
they want to live in united sovereign Ukraine. While 20%
expressed a desire to join the Donetsk region to Russia or
the «Donetsk people’s republic». The proportion of truly
ideological supporters of separatism, and not situationally
intimidated and disoriented by Russian propaganda, is
much smaller, of course [6, P.150,151].

In fact, there was no any Donetsk, Lugansk, Odessa,
Kherson, Mykolaiv, etc., separatisms. Only Russian hybrid
aggression with a powerful information component. It is
very important to name things correctly. Because if we
analyse from the erroneous fact about separatism in the
east and south of Ukraine, other conclusions and decisions
will also be erroneous.

Analysis of Russia’s actions in the context of its
aggression allows us to identify the peculiarities of the
applied methods and tools in the implementation of
measures of informational and psychological influence on
different target audiences. Russia exerts it’s informational
and psychological influence against its own population,
against the target audiences of Ukraine and foreign
countries at the strategic, operational and tactical levels.

In Russian information operations, the entire
network, all actors of influence at each level are working
to ensure the promotion of about ten strategic narratives
against Ukraine. Thus, they create the illusion that all
that information noise from the interpretation of
objective events is true. Because of scale and unanimity
at all levels. How does it work? According to the results
of systematic monitoring of the media, social networks,
collection of data on the spread of rumours in crowded
places, analysis of the dynamics of sociological research,
it can be summarized that Russia uses for its own

purposes a group of narratives that subordinate to itself
the logic of all types of communication on these topics
related to Ukraine. The main techniques are strategic
propaganda, lies, misinformation.

Why are there about ten topics? On the one hand, this
is acceptable for assimilation by the human mind, and on
the other, it is enough to create a trap: if someone doubts
one of the narratives, he can get hooked by lies in one of
the others. So many topics can be manipulated like
a cognitive web which thrown on simultaneously at
different target audiences.

10 main narratives of Russian IPsO against Ukraine:

1) «The West is using Ukraine as a testing ground in
its war against Russia» («Russia is fighting NATO, not
Ukraine»; «Power in Ukraine — puppets of the West»;
«The West plans to divide Ukrainian territory, and
Russia opposes it»; «The West wants to make Ukraine
a raw material appendage», etc.);

2) «The West is already tired of Ukraine»
(«Negotiations to end the wars; «There will be no help»;
«Internal crises begin in the West because of support for
Ukraine»; «Curtailing support for refugees» etc.);

3) «Western governments simply make money on the
war in Ukraine» («War is only big business»);

4) «Ukraine is the cause of world crises» («Ukrainian
terrorism — «banderovtsy and nazis»; «exporting
revolutions»; «migration»; «corruption»; «crime»);

5) «The Ukrainian government makes money from the
war» («Total corruption», «The sale of Western aid on the
black market of weapons», «Restriction of rights and free-
doms under martial law», «Black transplantology», etc.);

6) «One people, one history, one faith»;

7) «Ukraine is a failed state, a project of the West as
opposed to Russia» («Ukraine is not able to produce
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anything on its own, everything is provided by Russia
(someone else)»; «Ukraine without Russia is over»).

8) «Power in Ukraine was usurped by Nazis/fascists/
neo-Nazis» («Repression of Russian speakers»; «Re-
pression of dissidents»; «Repression of the Orthodox»;
«Murder of their people»; «Biological laboratory»; «Dirty
bomb»; «Eight years bombed Donbas», etc.)

9) «The Armed Forces of Ukraine are led by corrupt
nationalist commanders tasked with killing as many
Ukrainians as possible, after which NATO occupies
Ukraine» («Cannon fodder, illegal violent mobilization»;
«Problems with ammunition»; «Unprofessional air
defence»; «Huge losses of personnel»; «The authorities
send soldiers to their deaths to kill as many as possible»;
«Demoralization of the army», etc.)

10) «Ukraine will not survive the crisis» (energy,
financial, fuel, food, financial, political, mass protests,
struggle for power, etc.).

Thus, every real or fictional event that is covered or
commented on in public space is interpreted to serve one
of these narratives. The manner of commenting is sent in
the form of prepared instructions and theses to certain
subjects of propaganda.

All these narratives and their subordinate topics are
derived from the grand narrative: «Ukraine is a failed-
state, in which, as a result of a military coup organized and
paid by NATO, neo-Nazis came to power in order to
separate one Russian-Ukrainian people. Russia defended
its compatriots and co-religionists, who are bombed, killed,
repressed by NATO through the puppet Kyiv Nazi regime
because of their great language, faith and culture. That’s
why Russia is conducting a special military operation in
Ukraine against NATO to pre-empt their plans to attack
Russia first and protect its people in Ukraines.

Analysing the topics of information campaigns that
Russia conducts against Ukraine, we can conclude that
they are clearly classified by the goals to which they are
aimed — on strategic, operational and tactical levels.

Types of channels of dissemination of negative
information and psychological impact of Russia.

Until 2014, in Ukraine, the Russian had a huge
network of its own legal or controlled national and local TV
channels, press, websites, millions of users of controlled
social networks VKontakte and Odnoklassniki, agent
network at all levels of government and public life, etc.

Despite the fact that Russia’s aggression against
Ukraine lasted so long, the authorities only in 2017 began
to introduce cautious restrictions on hostile channels for
disseminating harmful information. However, these
steps were partial and did not prevent enemy attacks.
Radical and real counteraction started only with the
beginning of a full-scale invasion in February 2022.

Of course, every time we saw these «roller coaster» of
finding a balance between the observance of freedom of

speech, objections from international institutions and
the need to ensure national security, which restrained the
authorities from decisions to impose sanctions against
openly hostile channels and countering information
threats. As a result, the government nevertheless came to
the need to actively respond to hostile content after the
start of a full-scale invasion. And today no one in the
world needs to explain that this is not about restricting
freedoms. But «too cautious steps» led to the loss of too
much time, efforts, resources. And they cost us and our
partners too much.

Conclusion: We must not forget that information
operations are an integral part of a military operation.
Therefore, it is necessary to react accordingly. Like an
electric current. Democratic values should be with fists!

It is worth remembering that in the art of detecting
and countering information attacks, approaches,
channels of dissemination of malicious information,
speech, etc., very often change. Therefore, the following
examples are not an unambiguous instruction that should
be followed unconditionally. This is only a partial
generalization of experience based on the results of
practical observations in the current environment.

The enemy will change the process of finding methods,
channels, tools as soon as they cease to be suitable for its
success. Your successful result will be luck to unravel the
intentions of the enemy and destroy them. And your
reward is the time you win.

The implementation of Russian InfoOps is carried out
in relation to the most important strategic, operational
and tactical goals, processes and actors of Ukraine.
Therefore, the following examples of the implementation
of real information operations (their individual elements)
are in order to show their varieties relative to different
targets.

Russian information campaigns, which aimed at
disrupting Ukraine’s achievement of strategic-level goals,
concerned the military and political leadership of
Ukraine — V. Zelensky, V. Zaluzhny, K. Budanov,
0. Syrsky, and others. The following main cases of Russian
InfoOps at this level can be distinguished: «Ukraine’s
membership in NATO and the EU», «nuclear threat from
Ukraine», «corruption in the government», « Ukraine sells
Western weapons on the black market», «grain
agreement», «the West is tired. There will be no help», etc.

Case «The Ukrainian government as an object
of Russian InfOps».

The President of Ukraine is a constant target of
Russian information attacks. In relation to it, technologies
of devaluation are used («clown,» «comedian,» «addict»).
In the first weeks of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine,
the Russians conducted several series of informational
stuffing that Volodymyr Zelensky was frightened and
fled the country. The original and easy-to-follow response
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of the President of Ukraine — a photo and video message
together with the main part of his team against the
background of the President’s office allowed to calm and
inspire Ukrainian society and many people abroad (see
Fig 2). Nevertheless, this is an important conclusion for
understanding the reaction of Russian target audiences:
the Russians, even after the repeated exposure of
deception, did not begin to question every subsequent
misinformation and strategic lies of their propagandists.

Case «Russian troops killed Ukrainian military
leaders»

Another example of the strategic lies of Russian
propagandists is a series of informational stuffing during
a short period about the death of the higher commanders
of the Ukrainian army - Generals V. Zaluzhny,
0. Syrsky, K. Budanov (see Fig. 3).

Russian information campaigns aimed at achieving
operational-level objectives relate to specific military
operations (examples):

russian narratives against Ukraine

A deepfake version of Zelensky calling

— battles for Bakhmut, Soledar, etc.;

— destroyed the dam of Kakhovka water reservoir, the
sinking of the cruiser «Moscow», etc.

This is a classic accompaniment of specific operational
actions, which is well known from operational art. Its
task is to demoralize, mislead, impose certain decisions
on the enemy side during a military operation.

Cases of Russians informational and psychological
influence on local target audiences: SMS mailing, leaflets,
content in local chats and groups in social networks, at
meetings with calls for certain actions, misinformation
about situations and conditions on local issues that are
critical for the community and person life, calls for illegal
actions in order to produce tension, hatred, aggression,
fear, etc.

The best sign of skill, as it seems, is the ability of
a specialist to identify the intentions of the enemy in
a timely manner and at the tactical level. The following are
some relevant examples of cases, methods and tools that
Russia uses in the implementation of information effects
on the tactical level. Therefore, we will dwell in more
detail on examples of the tactical level of implementation
of information measures, techniques, tools of Russians.

Mass SMS mailing. This is one of the most frequent
ways that the enemy uses to penetrate information to our
target audiences.

Most often they are aimed at the military and the
population of the front-line territories. Arrays of
anonymous messages through Internet gateways are sent
to all numbers which have been identified in a certain
territory. Their goal is not only to exert psychological
pressure, but also to induce certain actions. In the photo
(see Fig. 4) — one of the examples this newsletter, which
the Russians massively distributed in the area of
Mariupol and Berdyansk on May 21, 2018.

Conclusions. It is very important for specialists
working with the assessment of enemy information
actions to understand the steady state of the local
information environment (the concept of norm). After

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analysing this specific example, signs of active actions of
the enemy were identified, which, together with the
subsequent data collected, made it possible to make
timely decisions on countermeasures.

This particular message attracted attention due to the
presence of «signs of alien» (interference in the local
information space by third parties who do not
sufficiently understand the local specifics, with the aim
of manipulating the target audience). In particular, the
fact that the goal of the «alien» was to destabilize the
socio-political situation was evidenced by a number of
well-known local facts. Namely, the local residents would
not be able to understand which «administration» it was
necessary to gather for the protests, because in Mariupol
there were four district, city (which did not work since
the Russian proxy forces burned it back in 2014)
administrations, as well as the administrations of
factories and the Mariupol port. And the alleged attempt
to gather people in the city centre near the city council
building was also not «read» by the residents, as they
usually called in short this administration building the
«city executive committee» [gorispolkom].

Another marker that pointed to the work of non-locals
was the choice of the target audience without under-
standing the real circumstances of their lives. After all,
the ship «Nord» stolen by the Russians in Crimea, which
was arrested by the Ukrainian coast guard, was in the port
of Berdyansk. And the local fishermen had no idea about
him. And that is why they definitely could not reflect on
this call for protests against the Ukrainian government.

That is, despite the density of distribution (significant
resources were involved), the text messages contained a
number of signs indicating intentions to destabilize the
situation, and the information obtained, as a result of the
analysed signal from these messages, about the Russians
conducting exercises in their waters of the Sea of Azov,
finally confirmed the information stage of the Russians’
military operation.

But at the same time, the enemy’s specialists made one
of the typical mistakes — they acted in a formulaic way,
but without understanding the specifics of the territory
and toponymy. Thus, the understanding of the stable state
of the local information environment in combination with
the obvious own network of chats and groups of the local
population, focused on the detection of strange
information signs, as well as work in the format of
a situation centre with other services and structures,
made it possible to effectively identify the beginning of
aggressive actions of the enemy at an early stage.

Leaflets. The technology of informing using leaflets is
well known and does not require description. In the
context of our tasks, an example with leaflets is given in
view of the technology of their distribution (see Fig. 5).

Young people who read the ads in a local group on the
social network are involved in their distribution. They
contacted the customer remotely. And they took up this
work simply because «they did not see anything anti-
Ukrainian in this task». They were given written simple
and clear instructions: print the sent text on a regular
printer, distribute it in certain places, send a photo
report to the customer. According to the results — to
receive payment on a bank card.

One of the important conclusions: do not expect that
ordinary people are able to recognize threats. Especially
if they want to make money. Most people expect simple
answers to complex questions. They do not see hostile
manipulation. Therefore, they are ready to «stand for all
good against all bad». Or as they say: «Only there was no
warl» Not realizing that they themselves are becoming an
instrument of this war.

Local Social Media Groups.

Another example of mass influence on the conscious-
ness and activity of people is local closed groups. You
have to make an effort to get there. Because moderators
follow who they add.

That is why communication should be established with
a pool of volunteers who should know that they must join
these groups and should report when they start talking
about something threatening. Therefore, you need to give
the basics of media literacy. Because the enemy in his
manipulations often disguises harmful content (see Fig. 6).

What are the local groups? Parent groups in schools
and kindergartens, corporate groups, neighbours’ chats,
etc. That is, where people are connected by narrow, but
critical interests for themselves. Therefore, when even
a rather strange message appears, it will be read here and
there is a possibility that it will cause confidence.

So, it’s very important to build a system in which such
threatening information will get to you as soon as
possible. To be able to unravel the plans of the enemy!

Bot Farms.

Old familiar bot farms. Everyone knows how they
work. But the key word — they still work! And yes, they
can do harm if not counteracted (see Fig. 7). One of the
most effective ways to counteract is to identify and
highlight information about bot accounts in the
comments, instruct people not to react to them, not to
enter into a discussion. And, of course, fix networks to
try to block them.

Process of History Simulation.

This is a very effective tool. If the society has lacunae
of historical memory or identity problems that are not
filled with the family upbringing, education, memory
policy, there are no responsible community leaders and
there are many other circumstances that complicate the
situation, then the enemy will certainly take advantage of
this condition deprived of immunity!

It turns out that people who do not have their own
clear beliefs are very easy to integrate into another
reality. To another «truth». The one who communicates
is easily disorienting. Especially when the situation is
stressful and incomprehensible for them. Because under
stress, people need explanations. Especially if this state
of stress is created for them. And we have seen many such
artificially created situations before and during the war.
But in recent years, we have seen progress. If we form the
information stability of society by means of strategic
communications, consistently and openly implement the
policy of memory, then people are much less susceptible to
such hostile influence. False history is a tool of Russian
InfOps. For their own and foreign audiences, Russia
widely implements these basic narratives depriving
Ukraine and Ukrainians of historical subjectivity.
Everyone remembers Putin’s historical passages that
«Ukraine never existed» [8]. Nonsense, which can be
perceived only by those who do not know the history of our
people at all, or just inclined to think so, contrary to
reality.

And from this it is worth drawing another conclusion
from this case: Ukraine is also to blame for such a
situation. After all, for many years Russians, the world,
and even Ukrainians have heard only this Russian
propaganda. Ukraine did not sufficiently fill the
information vacuum about its own picture of the world.

Important conclusion! Russia always works where
there is an information vacuum!

You can see in the photo of 2005 the beginning of
Russian aggression (Fig. 8). A few marginal alcoholics
with pro-Russian sentiments. They were invisible and not
understandable to the local population. Nobody knew
about them. They had no support. During the period from
2005 to 2014, several inconspicuous actions were held.
But this and several similar photos were used to scale

their tasks by Russia as evidence: «The people of Donbass
have always fought for independence from Ukraine. Or
for the «idea of one people».

Crucified boy in Slovyansk.

And another example of a tool that is very often used
by Russians in the spread of information and
psychological impact. Everyone knows him as «The story
of the crucified boy in Slavyansk». The effect was
incredible (see Fig. 9).

Russia, actively using the trust factor of a significant
population part to the TV, widely applies video content of
various types. Scaling the effect of the effect is due to the
technology of repeating «especially important news»,
intimidation through emotional methods of forcing in
propaganda «educational» programs such as «Top Secret, »
talk shows such as «60 Minutes with Olga Skabeeva,» etc.,
which use many manipulative methods of influence and
persuasion. However, in recent years there has been a
significant shift not only in Ukraine but also in European
countries. And now they pay great attention to checking
information and identifying fakes and to media literacy.

Now this story has become a meme. But in 2014, many
people believed that this was true. This technique is still
widely used by Russia. The more ridiculous the lie, the
easier it is to believe the masses. The technology actively
continues to work. On other topics. And if Ukrainian
society is vaccinated against it, then the target audiences
of such «series» are now often — foreign communities and
always — Russians. Everything happens according to the

scheme: «resonance in the news release — discussion on
talk-show — detailing in the «educational» programs with
elements of mystification (conspiracy theory)».

Some new techniques and tools of Russian InfOps.
Russia is constantly updating its methods and tools of
influence on the consciousness of different audiences.
And most importantly, this will continue all the time!

We will find ways to counter some threats, and they
will look for others. Therefore, the ideal system of
countering information threats, with a properly built
system of information stability, should be implemented
at the tactical level. It is there that they must be detected
and neutralized. The initiative at the strategic and
operational level should be on our side. Again, under the
conditions of an effectively implemented system of
information stability.

Here are some relatively new techniques that Russia
has begun to use, given its resistance to traditional
channels and instruments for spreading its threatening
influence.

Recently, we regularly began to meet ambiguous and
incomprehensible materials that are distributed with
reference to quite authoritative publications.

It is clear that if the blog of an independent media
person is posted on the website of a respected publication,
then the easiest way is to miss the mention that this is a
private opinion, but you just need to indicate the name of
this respected media. Given that due to the large number
of sources of information, the peculiarity of today’s time
is the reluctance of people to turn to the original source,
most consumers of content will remember that a certain
authoritative publication commented on certain events so
odiously and unusually. Our behaviour, under the
influence of changes in emotions (surprise, doubt, fear,
ete.), will also change.

Recently, The Guardian published information (see
Fig. 10) about how an employee of Radio New Zealand
edited materials from the BBC and Reuters, adding pro-
Kremlin content to them (see Fig. 8). An investigation is
underway [9].

In particular, the Revolution of Dignity in the
materials is called a «coup» and a «civil war». In some
places, whole paragraphs have been added that justify
Russian aggression against Ukraine and argue that the
attack was a response to the «threat to Russia and the
oppression of the Russian-speaking minority».

Often there are consonant and similar in design
English-language publications. Like, for example,
FoxNewsRussia. Increasingly, Russians are using fringe
foreigners to relay their own narratives and criticize
Western support for Ukraine to show that not everyone
in the West unequivocally approves of Western support
for Ukraine. Sowing doubt is the first step: break
alliances and provoke destabilization. We remember that

the emotion of doubt became revolutionary when the
dominant dogmatization of scholasticism in the Middle
Ages was replaced by the ideas of the Enlightenment and
humanism. That is, it can be summarized that these
techniques of «sowing unrest and heresy» can
successfully work in the direction of the target audiences
of the enemy. The main thing in this matter is proactive,
not just reactive actions.

Another new tool that is increasingly used by
Russians is the use of artificial intelligence for content
production. So many viral videos featuring
disinformation about the military have surfaced online.
Especially effective for the enemy is the production of
video sequences and dubbing products of an allegedly
demonstrative nature about the military and politicians.
One of the most common technologies is deep fake.

At the same time, AI has formalized approaches to the
selection of information and, often, does not compare or
verify facts. It generates content on formal grounds. In
war conditions, there are a number of factors that allow
you to bypass or complicate the quality of AI and simplify
the detection of information threats. This is due to the
limitation in public space of many peacetime data usual.

However, Al learns quickly. Therefore, it is worth
developing a mirror approach in this activity, and looking
for ways to manoeuvre.

Therefore, in the work on identifying information
threats, it is worth being mobile and attentive to details.

Often in the work of monitoring services there is
a practice when scientists monitor the static list for a long
time, do not change the protocols. Often without taking
into account the fact that the channel has already lost its
relevance and new channels for disseminating information
have appeared and new keywords or new topics for search
have appeared. In this regard, we are convinced that the

role of experts who regularly monitor the information
space will be preserved even with sufficiently advanced
and convenient automated monitoring services. The
expert with his own experience and systematic
monitoring of the information environment is able to
notice new trends, technologies, phenomena and channels
of dissemination of threatening information. Do not rely
only on software products!?

Summing up. Key principle worth remembering:
global information resilience consists of the sum of
local/personal resiliences. Therefore, if we work with
threats from issues in national or international media, we
missed these threats. Missed a punch. At the tactical
level. Where it is easier to manage crisis situations.

The enemy will always look for our information gaps
and weaknesses to carry out/try to carry out information
and psychological impact on target audiences as a stage/
part of its military operation. Therefore, it is necessary
to constantly study the characteristics of all target
audiences, identify and develop those that may become
vulnerable to enemy influence. And also carry out
systematic and adequate monitoring of the information
space state, analyse and assess the level of information
threats!

Thanks to systematic and comprehensive monitoring,
understanding of the structure of the information
environment and the characteristics of target audiences,
information threats should be identified as early as
possible! And the answer to them is timely, and better —
preventive. This is possible with high motivation, staff
training, a reasonable approach to building systematic
work and a responsible attitude to the performance of
their duties.

One of the biggest mistakes was to ignore a key part
of statement that InfOps is an integrated component
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of military operations. Therefore, at the moment of
revealing signs of such operations by Russia against
Ukraine (and other countries too), it should have been
considered as the beginning of military aggression, and
not just as «certain unfriendly competitive actions».
Remember that information operations continue until
the beginning of the armed confrontation, accompany
them and continue after their completion. They continue
all the time. Therefore, they need our constant attention.
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ntroduction. Even before the annexation of Crimea

and the occupation of parts of the Luhansk and

Donetsk regions in 2014, the Russian Federation

waged an aggressive information war against

Ukraine. Its purpose was to manipulate public
opinion, sow discord, and legitimize its actions. The
aggressive information operations conducted by Russia
against Ukraine preceded the full-scale invasion in 2022.
Numerous studies have documented Russia’s systematic
efforts in creating disinformation, propagandistic
narratives, and exploiting vulnerabilities in social media
for their dissemination.

With the full-scale invasion in February 2022, the
information war intensified significantly. Social media
platforms became a distinct battleground. Traditional
Russian media outlets, such as RT and Sputnik, which
reached millions worldwide through digital platforms,
actively propagated the Kremlin’s agenda. The systematic
dissemination of narratives, their clear targeting toward
specific audiences, and the multifaceted approach to
selecting tools and propaganda tactics all indicate
a purposeful information-psychological influence on
Ukrainian society. Consequently, this points to the
execution of information operations.

This article aims to semantically analyse Russian
information operations during 2022-2023. It involves
synthesizing the origins of key narratives, tactics, and
propaganda tools, as well as identifying critical actors
employed by Russia to exert informational influence on
various target audiences. Considering this analysis will
contribute to developing effective mechanisms to counter
Russian propaganda and disinformation.

Statistics and analytics

Based on the results of USAID research «Ukrainian
media use and trust in 2023», the number of people using
the internet daily continues to steadily increase each year.
In 2023, this figure reached 89% , with 98% of individuals
aged 18-35 reporting daily internet usage. Among the
surveyed population, 84% were aware that misinformation
occasionally appears in the media. The percentage of people
who had encountered common Russian propaganda
narratives varied between 26% and 56%. Additionally,
approximately 40% of respondents discussed these nar-
ratives with friends and family. Only 38% of those aware
of misinformation considered it as an urgent issue [1].

For comparison, according to a UNESCO survey
conducted across 16 countries, 56% of internet users pri-
marily obtain news from social media. Furthermore, 68%
of respondents identified fake news as the most prevalent
content on social platforms. In contrast to the Ukrainian
audience, 85% of foreign respondents expressed concern
regarding the impact of propaganda, particularly on the
political situation in their respective countries [2].
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The World Economic Forum’s Global Risks Report
highlights misinformation and harmful content generated
by artificial intelligence as a key risk. In the risk forecast
for the next two years, the spread of misinformation and
harmful information is at the top position, likewise in the
ten-year forecast, it ranks fifth [3].

Considering the intensity of Russian propaganda
within the Ukrainian information space, we can conclude
that the adversary’s destructive information influence
poses a significant threat to Ukrainian society.

Main propaganda narratives

The most overarching element of Russian information
operations is the narrative. By «narrative,» we refer to a
communication tool that embodies fundamental ideas,
reflects and defines the basic principles of existence and
paths of development, and characterizes the nature and
direction of specific phenomena or events.

To promote narratives, the following elements are
utilized:

e messages: these are individual theses used by
adversaries to shape public opinion.

e manipulations: distorted or out-of-context facts/
statements employed to «approve» propagandistic
messages.

o fakes: the simplest propaganda elements — untrue
information presented in any form (visual, textual,
audio) — often used to saturate the information space and
divert attention.

Analytical research results [4-6] demonstrate the
systematic nature of Russian propaganda, observed both
within the Ukrainian information space and in the
information environments of other countries. As part of
this study, we will provide examples of the most
prevalent Russian propaganda narratives, their
objectives, and the methods used to disseminate them
within the context of influencing three key target
audiences: Ukrainians, Russians, and EU citizens.

One of the most widespread Russian propaganda
narratives is the portrayal of «Nazism in Ukraine.» This
narrative has been in use since 2014, particularly in the
context of questioning the legitimacy of the Ukrainian
government formed after the Revolution of Dignity.
When announcing the so-called «special military
operation,» the Russian president also emphasized the
«need for de-Nazification and demilitarization» of
Ukraine. Russian information operations consistently
employ this foundational narrative.

The purpose of disseminating this narrative in
Ukraine is to create allocation within Ukrainian society
based on attitudes toward the homeland - specifically,
levels of patriotism or nationalism. In Russian
information operations, pro-Ukrainian views, patriotism,
or nationalism are equated with Nazism or fascism.

The dissemination of this narrative in Eastern
European countries aims to achieve several objectives:
discrediting Ukraine on the international stage by
portraying Ukraine negatively, Russia seeks to
undermine its reputation and legitimacy; shaping public
sentiment against Ukrainians the narrative aims to
create a negative perception of Ukrainians, fostering
discord and mistrust; reducing international support for
Ukraine by promoting this narrative, Russia aims to
weaken international backing for Ukraine’s sovereignty
and territorial integrity; justifying Russian armed
aggression — the narrative serves as a pretext for
Russia’s actions.

For the Russian target audience, the narrative is
designed to garner support for the government,
particularly by combining it with the narrative of «heroic
Russian victory over Nazism during World War II.»
Notably, the «resurgence of Nazism» narrative has been
used in other armed conflicts initiated by Russia.

Additionally, it’s worth considering the perspective of
American historian Timothy Snyder. According to
Snyder, «... today’s Russia meets most of the criteria that
scholars tend to apply. It has a cult around a single leader,
Vladimir Putin. It has a cult of the dead, organized
around World War II. It has a myth of a past golden age
of imperial greatness, to be restored by a war of healing
violence — the murderous war on Ukraine. ... The Kremlin
defines Ukraine as an artificial state, whose Jewish
president proves it cannot be real. After the elimination
of a small elite, the thinking goes, the inchoate masses
would happily accept Russian dominion. Today it is
Russia that is denying Ukrainian food to the world,
threatening famine in the global south ...» [7].

A significant portion of Russian information
operations during the Russian-Ukrainian war is aimed at
framing events on the frontlines «in the right context.»
This involves deploying numerous narratives that
resonate with the notion of a «second army in the world.»
Within these narratives, Russia employs techniques of
intimidation, manipulation, and distortion of facts. Since
the onset of the full-scale invasion, Russia has
consistently disseminated messages about its own
«significant successes,» «conducting military operations
at less than full strength,» «acts of goodwill,» «tactical
retreats,» and the «guaranteed defeat of Ukraine,»
regardless of the actual situation on the frontline [6].

In line with the ideology of «second army in the world»,
there are narratives related to international aid to Ukraine:
«the West knows/understands that Ukraine is losing the
war, so aid is futile;» «the West is tired of helping
Ukraine;» «Western aid only harms Ukraine;» «Western
countries supply outdated and poor-quality weapons to
Ukraine;» «the war in Ukraine benefits the West, allowing
them to test modern weapons in real combat. »
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The overarching goal of disseminating these
narratives within the Russian domestic information
space is to bolster or elevate Russian patriotism. It aims
to instil a sense of pride in «the might of their country»
compared to a perceived «declining/decaying» West.
Additionally, Russia justifies its tactical setbacks on the
frontlines. Internally, Russian propaganda convinces its
citizens that the «collective West intentionally harms
Russia because it fears it.» To achieve this, they employ
the specially crafted term «Russophobia.» However, it’s
important to note that Russians often label any
expression diverging from Russian propaganda as
«Russophobia,» regardless of its context or intent.

In the Ukrainian information space, such information
operations aim to foster despair, intensify feelings of
fatigue and hopelessness from the ongoing war, cultivate
distrust toward partner states, and ultimately, create an
atmosphere conducive to accepting defeat under
favourable conditions for Russia (laying the groundwork
and shaping public opinion regarding the necessity of
capitulation). The impact on the Western target audience
is somewhat more intricate. These information operations
likely seek to undermine the integrity of the EU and
destabilize situations in member countries by dividing
public opinion on the advisability of supporting Ukraine.
Notably, this information/psychological influence has
proven somewhat effective on foreign target audiences, as
the international community was unprepared for the
prolonged Russian-Ukrainian conflict. Despite the
challenges, comprehensive support for Ukraine remains a
prevailing trend among global leaders.

It is worth noting that during 2022-2023, Russia
exhibited a typical reaction to reports of supplying new
types of weapon systems to Ukraine:

¢ «Supplying new types of weapons won’t change any-
thing on the battlefield»: Russia consistently downplayed
the impact of any new weaponry provided to Ukraine.

¢ «Any new type of weaponry is ineffective or easily
destroyed»: Russia declared newly supplied weapons,
such as tanks, MLRS «HIMARS», and «Patriot» air
defence systems, as ineffective or vulnerable.

e «Threats against countries providing aid»: Russia
issued threats against states that assisted Ukraine, even
going so far as to label them «parties to the conflict» and
accusing them of having «legitimate targets» for the
Russian armed forces.

Moreover, it is important to highlight that the
dissemination of these messages did not yield the
intended results. Partner countries continue to provide
aid to Ukraine and maintain their support through
imposing sanctions against Russia.

As aresult of the 2022-2023 period, Russia has become
the most sanctioned country in the world [8]. In late
December 2023, the EU approved the twelfth package of

sanctions against Russia [9], and on February 23, 2024,
the thirteenth [10]. Sanctions against Russia are also
being imposed by other partner countries, including the
United States, the United Kingdom, and Canada.

An important tool was the introduction of personal
sanctions against key Russian politicians and
propagandists. This led to the emergence of a propaganda
narrative about the «ineffectiveness of sanctions policy.»
Russian propaganda spreads messages that supposedly
«Western sanctions only strengthen Russia, as internal
«import substitution» is developing and GDP is
growing,» «only Western companies suffer from
sanctions, as they have lost a huge market of Russian
consumers of goods and services,» «Western sanctions
are ineffective since they are only «on paper,» and the
West still cooperates with Russia,» etc.

The purpose of spreading this narrative in Ukraine is
to demoralize and destabilize Ukrainian society: «the war
against the «invulnerable» enemy is futile,» and Western
partners are «hypocrites who do not deserve trust.» In
the global information space, this is an attempt to
achieve, if not the abolition, then at least the mitigation of
sanctions. In its own information space, the Russian
authorities are trying to influence the worldview and
perception, convincing that Russian «import substitution»
is developing the Russian market, strengthening the
economy, and the Russian authorities are «professional
and caring, unlike the incompetent Western officials who
do not act in the interests of their citizens.»

It is important to emphasize, based on the results of
studies on the impact of sanctions policy on the Russian
economy, draw attention to the controversial nature of
such an assessment in the context of a state of war: «GDP
in the war economy is a perverse measure of economic
impact and economic welfare. The destructive creation of
weapons by National Accounting conventions generates
income, and this provides a cushion in the GDP numbers.
Russia is producing rockets and grenades, and this directly
enhances GDP although it does not create anything of
value. Weapons production drives out civilian production
and if the increase in the military-industrial complex
exceeds the civilian loss, GDP rises while the country has
fewer goods to invest and consume than before» [11].

The authors of the study also note that it is important
to pay attention not only to the actual (real) economic
indicators but also to assess what these indicators would
be if the sanctions had not been introduced. In general,
sanctions are a tool of influence that is delayed in time. In
other words, the most significant impact of the sanctions
policy will be in the long term.

Another large block of Russian propaganda narratives
concerns the topic of «Ukrainian refugees.» According to
the «Opora» network, as of June 2023, there were
8 million 177 thousand Ukrainian citizens abroad, which
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is about 20% of the population of the state as of February
24, 2022 [12]. Considering the statistics and the emotional
and psychological component of this issue, Russia actively
exploits this vulnerability in information operations.

By spreading various disinformation messages and
narratives about Ukrainian refugees, Russian propaganda
tries to divide Ukrainian society according to the principle
of «left or stayed.» They say that those who remained in
Ukraine are ashamed of the unworthy behaviour of their
compatriots who do not show themselves in the best way
abroad. They also actively spread the thesis that
«Ukrainians who stayed are worthier than those who left.»

Disinformation about Ukrainian refugees is aimed at
discrediting and creating a negative image of Ukrainians
in the information field of the host countries. Ukrainian
refugees are portrayed as ungrateful, criminals,
scammers, etc. Also, in the information space of the host
countries, messages are often spread that supposedly
helping Ukrainians is a higher priority for the
authorities than social protection of their citizens (an
example of a well-known video where the German police
confiscate property from citizens to help Ukraine).

By depicting Ukrainian refugees in a negative light in
the Russian information space, propaganda tries to
justify the war. They say that «evil must be punished.» It
should be noted that in the Russian information space,
this narrative is used rather to reinforce other
narratives, in particular about Nazism — they say that
abroad Ukrainians show their «Nazi character» towards
citizens of the host countries.

However, on the international stage, Russia claims to
have accepted the most Ukrainian refugees, thus
justifying the forced deportation of Ukrainians, including
Ukrainian children, which is a war crime. For example, in
April 2022, Russian and pro-Russian media, citing
Lavrov, reported on more than 1 million Ukrainian
refugees who had allegedly fled to Russia. However,
according to data provided in 2023 by the United Nations
High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR), more than
5.3 million people have fled Ukraine. Most of them went to
Poland — more than 2.9 million people, to Romania — more
than 801 thousand people, to Russia — more than 647
thousand, to Hungary — 507 thousand, to Moldova — more
than 439 thousand, to Slovakia — more than 363 thousand
and to Belarus — more than 24 thousand people [13].

Despite the certain number of people who left for
Russia, it is worth noting that at that time more than 500
thousand Ukrainians, including 121 thousand children,
were forcibly deported to Russia from the temporarily
occupied territories of Ukraine. Tens of thousands of
Ukrainian citizens were also held in so-called «filtration
camps» in the temporarily occupied territories [13].

Techniques of Propaganda. To disseminate propaganda
and achieve the objectives of their information

operations, Russia employs various tactics, technologies,
and procedures. Let us delve more deeply into the most
prevalent ones.

A characteristic feature of Russian information and
psychological operations is the use of «newspeak», i.e.
the use of technology of replacing concepts to change the
target audience’s negative attitude to well-known
phenomena or concepts to a neutral or positive one. Let us
give a few examples.

Thanks to the cult of the so-called «Great Patriotic
War», Russians have developed a stable associative link:
«war — death». Therefore, to make it easier to involve
Russians in a full-scale invasion, they announced not a
war against Ukraine, but a «special military operation.»
The word «explosion» has a strong association with
danger and fear, therefore, in the information field, such
events on the territory of Russia are called «slap» (slap —
in Russian sounds like a pop or a clap). This term is rather
associated with some everyday sound or applause, i.e. it
has a neutral or positive association. The democratically
elected Ukrainian government is called a «regime» or
«junta» —i.e. terms with a negative connotation.

Another typical tactic of Russian propaganda is
«reflection.» It is used to divert attention from real events
or phenomena in Russia to similar invented events or
phenomena abroad. For example, Russia accuses Ukraine,
the US, and the EU of the same crimes that Russia is
accused of. For example, after the liberation of the Kyiv,
Kharkiv, and Kherson regions, it became known about
numerous cases of torture of civilians in the temporarily
occupied territories by Russian military personnel (for
reference: as of the end of 2023, the SBU has investigated
more than a thousand such cases. In total, the SBU is
investigating more than 57 thousand criminal cases on the
facts of violations of the laws and customs of war since the
beginning of the full-scale invasion of Russia into Ukraine
[14]). In response to accusations, Russia disseminates
messages in the temporarily occupied territories about
«atrocities of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and the SBU»
that civilians were subjected to (or are expected to be
subjected to) after the liberation of these territories from
Russian troops. After massive missile attacks and hits on
civilian infrastructure facilities in Ukraine, Russia
reacted with messages about «crimes of the Armed Forces
of Ukraine» related to the deaths of civilians in the
temporarily occupied territories or border territories of
Russia. Thus, the key task of the reflection tactic is to
divert attention from the subject of discussion or to
change the direction of the discussion. In English-
language sources, this tactic is also called «whataboutism»
as a result of the merger of the words «what about.»

To prevent compassion for Ukrainians, and even
more — to form hatred and encourage Russians to go to
war with Ukraine as a «sacred mission,» they use
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techniques of hyperbolizing the negative qualities of
Ukrainians (aggressiveness, vindictiveness, cruelty, etc.).
This propaganda tactic is called «dehumanization of the
enemy.» To «dehumanize,» they use isolated, extremely
negative emotional comments or posts on social networks
(by real people or bots — it doesn’t matter), attributing
such emotional tendencies to the entire Ukrainian society
towards Russians. They say that Ukrainians are
«sincerely happy» about the destruction and death of
civilians in the temporarily occupied or Russian
territories, or that Ukrainians allegedly want to destroy
Russia as a nation. This tactic is most often used when
spreading the narrative about «Nazism» and «evil
Bandera followers» in Ukraine. The spread of such
messages is a reflection of the Russians’ attitude towards
Ukrainian society (for example, the satisfied reactions of
ordinary Russians in telegram channels and social
networks to the consequences of missile attacks on
civilian infrastructure in Ukraine). Russians also resort
to the «dehumanization» tactic in information operations
about the «discrimination and persecution» of the
Russian Orthodox Church in Ukraine — they say that
there is nothing sacred for the Ukrainian authorities,
they are «anti-Christians and atheists.»

At the same time, the enemy uses a tactic called «pass it
on» to spread panic and chaos among the civilian
population of Ukraine. Propagandists formulate messages
that provoke a strong emotional reaction and call for the
urgent maximum dissemination of this information. For
example, at the beginning of the full-scale invasion,
messages with alleged coordinates of future missile strikes
were massively distributed in messengers and social
networks. The source of such information was indicated as
«intelligence», the serviceman, or «verified sources»,
which in fact cannot be identified and verified. The key
task of these messages was to create panic and undermine
trust in official sources of information that «keep silent»
about important things.

Simultaneously, Russian propaganda actively employs
the «multiple repetition» tactic. Its key objective is to
repeatedly propagate a narrative or message across all
available communication channels (media, creative
industry, cinema, literature, official communication, etc.)
to make this narrative appear true. For example, one of the
oldest Russian propaganda narratives concerning the
inferiority of Ukrainians was disseminated through this
technique. Propagandists distorted the historical
significance of processes and events, intentionally
Russified Ukrainian society, and its information-cultural
space, ridiculed the Ukrainian language, and propagated a
distorted understanding of Ukrainian culture.

To construct the «correct» internal information space
and reinforce Russian propaganda narratives, the
«quoting out of context or distorting interpretation of

quotes» tactic is widely used. This allows to creation of
a false understanding of the overall context and situation
among the target audience. For instance, after U.S.
President Joseph Biden visited Ukraine in February
2023, Russian and pro-Russian media claimed that Biden
had promised Ukrainians «difficult times.» President
Biden’s speech emphasized that the next five years would
likely be decisive for the entire world and global
democracies. The selective extraction of words from the
broader context aimed to exert psychological pressure on
Ukrainian society, suggesting that even partners had lost
faith in Ukraine’s victory.

Another important tactic of Russian propaganda is
«engaging a wide range of well-known personalities» to
disseminate pro-Russian messages and narratives. By
leveraging the sympathies or authority associated with
specific individuals, propaganda gains greater
significance and «perceived authenticity».

Russian information warfare actors. In information
operations conducted by Russian propaganda, various
actor groups are actively employed to achieve their
geopolitical objectives. Two key groups stand out:

The first group — the Russian Officials. This group
includes prominent figures such as Sergey Lavrov
(Minister of Foreign Affairs), Nikolai Patrushev
(Secretary of the Russian Security Council), Dmitry
Medvedev (Deputy Chairman of the Security Council of
Russia), Maria Zakharova (Spokesperson for the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs), Sergey Kravtsov (Minister of
Education of Russia), Vladimir Medinsky (Minister of
Culture), Vyacheslav Volodin (Chairman of the State
Duma), Valentina Matviyenko (Chairwoman of the
Federation Council), and others.

The second group — media persons. This group
comprises individuals who actively shape the media
landscape: Vladimir Solovyov, Olga Skabeeva, Evgeny
Popov, Margarita Simonyan, Tigran Keosayan, Boris
Korchnevnikov, Kirill Andreev, Alexander Krasovsky,
Yulia Vitiazeva, Oleg Kots and others.

In effect, these two groups collectively shape the
official Russian agenda.

Furthermore, within the internal Russian information
space, various celebrities are actively utilized to propagate
propaganda and disinformation. These celebrities,
including actors, singers, artists, athletes, writers, and
bloggers, leverage their influence to promote support for
government actions, including the war against Ukraine.
Notably, Russian propaganda targets different age
groups by employing «idols» from various generations.

Soviet-Era Celebrities. These individuals gained
popularity during Soviet times and include figures such
as Lev Leshchenko, Vladimir Vinokur, Angelina Vovk,
Irina Allegrova, Oleg Gazmanov, Nadezhda Babkina,
Nikita Mikhalokov, Yuri Galtsev, and others.
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Celebrities of the 1990s-2000s. This group includes
well-known personalities from the 1990s and early 2000s,
such as Dmitry Duzhev, Sergey Bezrukov, Mykola Baskov,
Tina Kandelaki, Valery Kipelov, Mikhail Porechenkov,
Dmitry Pevtsov, Yulia Chicherina and others.

Contemporary Representatives of «Russian culture».
These individuals, active in the present, contribute to
Russian propaganda efforts. Bright examples: Timati
and Shaman

Additionally, Russian propaganda vigorously employs
celebrities of Ukrainian origin, especially those whose
relatives still reside in Ukraine. Figures like Snizana
Egorova, Ani Lorak, Taisiya Povaliy, Lolita Myliavska,
Yuriy Bardash, Yuriy Baturin, Yuriy Kot, and Tatiana
Pop disseminate disinformation, often relying on their
supposed personal experiences or «eyewitness accounts»
to enhance the impact.

In addition, Russian information operations often
involve a group of actors, including former representatives
of the Ukrainian political sphere (Viktor Medvedchuk,
Illya Kyva, Oleh Tsariov, Mykola Azarov, Viktor
Yanukovych), as well as pro-Russian media outlets that are
currently banned in Ukraine (Diana Panchenko, Yuriy
Podolyaka, Olesia Medvedeva). These actors predominant-
ly disseminate narratives regarding the illegitimacy of the
current Ukrainian government, the state coup resulting
from the Revolution of Dignity, usurpation of power,
suppression of freedom of speech, and «external» control
over Ukraine. Pro-Russian narratives are also actively
propagated by collaborators who have seized power in the
temporarily occupied territories of Ukraine (Kiril Stre-
mousov, Leonid Pasichnik, Volodymyr Saldo, Yevhen
Balitsky, Volodymyr Rogov, Denis Pushilin). Their task is
to influence the population in those areas and shape pro-
Russian views.

Simultaneously, another influential group of actors
consists of religious figures. Representatives of the
Russian Orthodox Church, led by Patriarch Kiril
(Vladimir) Gundyaev, publicly support Russia’s war
against Ukraine. Similarly, representatives of the
Moscow Patriarchate in Ukraine disseminate pro-
Russian rhetoric. For instance, the Security Service of
Ukraine (SBU) has announced suspicions against the
former abbot of the Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra, Metropolitan
Pavel (Lebed), under two articles of the Criminal Code of
Ukraine: denial of armed aggression by the Russian
Federation and violation of equal rights for citizens based
on their religious beliefs, committed by an official
repeatedly [15]. Religious motives are also used to cover
the activities of Oksana Marchenko, V. Medvedchuk’s wife
and a television presenter, who has been notified by the
SSU of suspicions related to financing actions aimed at
forcibly changing or overthrowing the constitutional
order or seizing state power, altering territorial

boundaries, or violating the state border of Ukraine.
Another example of «religious» Russian propaganda
involves Ukrainian Member of Parliament and business-
man Vadym Novinsky, who became a cleric in the Moscow
Patriarchate’s church, left Ukraine and continues to
spread pro-Russian narratives.

In addition to the above, Russia has acquired a wide
range of speakers among foreign audiences, including
politicians, journalists, and academics. They spread pro-
Russian rhetoric, relying on their alleged experience and
authority. For example, Vladimir Putin’s recent
interview with American journalist Tucker Carlson
allowed him to promote Russian propaganda narratives
from the first person of the state to a large foreign
audience. Tucker Carlson has repeatedly spread
narratives that are in line with Russian propaganda.

Other notable pro-Russian speakers in the West
include Scott Ritter, a former American military officer,
Helga Zepp-LaRouche, a German politician, and Jeffrey
Sachs, an American economist [16]. The aim of spreading
pro-Russian narratives abroad is to discredit Ukraine and
justify Russia’s armed aggression against Ukraine, shape
pro-Russian public opinion in Western society.

Conclusions and Lessons Learned

In summary, it can be concluded that Russian
information operations against Ukraine aim to create
favourable conditions for offensive operations by strategic
groups. These operations involve spreading pro-Russian
sentiments, intensifying feelings of doubt, panic, and fear,
and undermining trust among Ukrainians in the actions of
the government and the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

Russian information operations exhibit a systematic
and comprehensive impact on critical information infra-
structure. The dissemination of narratives and messages
by Russian propaganda occurs cyclically, adapting to
external circumstances and considering the situation in
both the Ukrainian and global information space.

A clear correlation exists between communication
channels and target audiences during information
operations. Currently, social media platforms and
messengers are among the most convenient channels for
propaganda and disinformation publishing. This is
facilitated by the internal policies governing social media
and messenger platforms, the absence of state regulation
in this sphere within Ukraine, and the relatively low
media literacy level of users.

The article outlines key narrative groups and
messaging strategies employed by Russian information
operations. However, analysts consistently observe the
multifaceted nature of messages and narratives, which
increasingly impact various aspects of societal life.

To achieve their goals, Russian propaganda
demonstrates flexibility in utilizing diverse information-
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psychological tools. These operations involve a combina-
tion of individual tactics to construct the information
space effectively.

An essential component of countering Russian pro-
paganda and disinformation lies in enhancing the state’s
strategic communication system. Such improvements
would facilitate the timely dissemination of accurate and
relevant information. Additionally, addressing Russian
propaganda requires a concerted effort to enhance media
literacy and critical thinking among the population.

Furthermore, future scientific research should focus
on developing mechanisms for regulating the functioning
of social media platforms. These mechanisms should
strike a balance between preserving freedom of speech
and ensuring access to information while effectively
blocking the spread of disinformation.

Russo-Ukrainian war:
views, lessons, challenges

The article presents views on the nature and development
of the Russo-Ukrainian war, which from a technological
point of view can be conditionally considered as a fourth-
generation war with certain elements of sixth-generation
wars.

Based on the results of the analysis, conclusions and
lessons are given, which, in the opinion of the author, will
enable the commanders of all levels in a certain way to
understand the results, achievements, mistakes and
miscalculations, and therefore will contribute to making
timely and comprehensively justified decisions regarding
preparation and conduct of operations (combat actions)
and execution of combat missions.

The author believes that the conclusions and lessons of

Peculiarities of monitoring made by partners
over the provision of international military
assistant

This article investigates the organizational and legal
peculiarities of the mechanism for monitoring the provision
of international military assistance. It establishes that
international military assistance plays a significant role

in the ongoing Russo-Ukrainian war since 2014, exhibiting
a complex dynamic that evolves with political and military
developments. The article specifies the features and
procedures for organizing international partners’ control
over the provision of military assistance to Ukraine through
an analysis of the activities of specially authorized
structures and organizations. In particular, it provides
detailed insights into the organization and features of
partner-led monitoring regarding the utilization of provided
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aid, the results of which are reflected in corresponding
statements and reports.

The essence and key features of the functioning and
activities of the Temporary Special Commission of the
Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine on Monitoring the Receipt and
Use of International Material and Technical Assistance are
described. At the present stage, Ukraine has implemented
software that facilitates effective monitoring of assistance.
The basics of the functioning of information systems such
as «SOTA», «LOGFAS» and «KOROVAY>» in Ukraine are
outlined.

In conclusion, it is emphasized that further analysis of legal
aspects and the development of new legal mechanisms
for effective control over the processes of providing and
using international assistance in Ukraine are pertinent.
